The regular meeting of the Orange County Juvenile Justice Commission was called to order at
9:01 a.m. by Chair de Mayo. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Commissioner Perring. The
meeting was held at the Betty Lou Lamoreaux Juvenile Justice Center, 341 The City Drive,
Orange, California, in the second floor Commission Conference Room.

The Resource Family Approval (RFA) process assists those interested in becoming a foster
parent or wanting to adopt. The approval process includes training, providing documentation,
home environment assessment, psycho-social assessment, and background assessment. The
ultimate goal of RFA is to provide permanency for foster youth.

The Social Services Agency worked with a marketing agency to distribute information and
develop a Brand. An ad was placed in The Orange County Register newspaper to promote
awareness and recruit potential resource families. The Brand “Our Community Our
Commitment” and the micro-theme “Let’'s Foster Together” were developed. Social media
platforms, such as Twitter and Facebook, are also being utilized to reach the broader
community. Targeted and general recruitment is done through: “Faith in Motion,” community
partnerships, and city-by-city research to identify groups that would mutually benefit from
becoming resource families.  Utilizing foster parents as recruiters is another key element,
because they can provide personal experience and act as “co-trainers” for potential resource
families.

The Family Finding program tries to locate and connect relatives and extended members with
youth placed in out-of-home care. The Quality Parenting Initiative (QPI) provides opportunities
for partnerships with the foster parents and agencies to ensure the best possible care for youth.
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The Social Services Agency hosts retention events, on-going training, and partners with various
organizations, such as Saddleback College and Olive Crest to provide support to the resource
families. The Resource Family Liaison works with the resource family to answer any questions
that should arise.

A
representative from Smallify taught the concept of how to deal with a big problem by breaking it
down and making it smaller. The Commissioners directed the Administrative Officer to discuss
the letter drafted by the Sonoma County JJC with Judge Hernandez in order to receive
permission to send a letter supporting Sonoma’s position.

Orange County Children’s Partnership (OCCP)
Commissioner Leibel provided an overview of the OCCP meeting held on October 20, 2016.

Child Abuse Services Team (CAST)
The report regarding the November 2, 2016 meeting is tabled to the next JJC meeting.

Child Welfare System Improvement Plan (CWSIP)

Commissioner Crowley provided an overview of the CWSIP meeting held on November 3, 2016.

The Committee created three goals: increase trauma informed practices with community
partnerships, identify trauma screening tools, and implement trauma informed care for birth
parents.

Concerns regarding billing and medical accessibility for foster youth were discussed.
